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Introduction
The WSSS Organic Farmers Fair trade Association (WOFFA) was created in 2008 uniting three small cooperatives in the state of Kerala, southern India. WOFFA grew out of a need to organize, gain knowledge and tackle social, economic and environmental challenges facing farming families, such as cycles of debt, over-use of chemicals, and low access to credit.
Today, it is a 1st grade organization with 7909 Farmers in Wayanad in the state of Kerala. Coffee is the main income for households, often produced alongside beans and maize for household consumption.
Being part of a Fairtrade organization has helped farmers to create a positive cycle of investment; the communities able to invest in better farming practices, trainings and workshops, which in turn increases production and efficiency. Almost 20% of the members are women.

Coffee growing, processing and export
During the coffee season, the cherries are harvested by hand and dried on patios. At this point, the coffee is called dried raw coffee. The dried raw coffee is transported to processing centre. It is then taken or milling factory to have the papery shell of the dried beans removed. It is prepared for export as or ‘green coffee’.

Benefits of Fairtrade
WOFFA has a General Assembly made of delegates from each of the ICS Four delegates from each ICS attend the General Assembly meetings and act as a communication network between the coffee communities and the Organisation. At the meetings, they make decisions about how to invest the Fairtrade Premium.
Coffee infrastructure 

The organization has invested the Fairtrade Premium in a warehouse and equipment to improve their quality control.
Quality and productivity 

WOFFA has established a nursery with over 25000 coffee plants, which will be used by members to renew their crops. The coffee plants are also sold in the local market as well as the farmers.
Using Fair-trade Premiums WOFFA has been able to grant the financial support  for making the Composte for farmers groups. it provides higher yields making the farm more productive, and ensuring a higher return to the farmer.

Economic: Bonus 
The Fair-trade Premium Utilised for giving the Bonus and In this way the Framers got the price for their coffee more than the Market price.
Sustainable farming
The Organic Seminar and Awareness seminar find provided by the Fairtrade Premium is accompanied by an organic agriculture toolkit and technical assistance to support farmers to use sustainable farming methods.
Education
WOFFA given the Financial Support for the Education for the Childrens.
